ARE ALL VERSIONS OF THE BIBLE TRUSTWORTHY? (2)

The modern versions of the Bible have spawned largely because of linguistic changes in our world.
The thought was, and still is, that as language is in constant flux, so must the Bible be changed to meet the
demands of ephemeral words and meanings. In other words, archaic words must be substituted with lucid
ones. I would venture to say that in some cases it is good to simplify harder words with easier ones for the
sake of understanding. But while intentions are good, many times the end product becomes disastrous. Here
is what happens. Instead of clarifying or simplifying a Hebrew or Greek word using an English word that is
comparable in meaning, the translators interject either their understanding of what a word means or use a
completely different word altogether. When transl ¢
like translating some secular piece of literature. There is no room for error when it comes to identifying what
God said.

be led in the straight and narrow path.

The older translations of the Bible (KJV and ASV 1901) did a wonderful job in conveying the original
Hebrew and Greek words into English. The only problem is some of the meanings are no longer in vogue,
thus causing a gap in understanding.
